We are back in the church! Mask-wearing *MAY* be required
INDOORS, as follows:

If you are not fully vaccinated, a mask is required.
If the Covid Risk Level for Carroll County reported on
covidactnow.org as of Saturday evening is VERY HIGH or
SEVERE, masks are required for all, including the fully-
vaccinated.
If the Covid Risk Level for Carroll County reported on
covidactnow.org as of Saturday evening is HIGH or below,
masks are optional (though recommended at higher risk
levels) for the fully-vaccinated.  

The current Covid-19 risk level will be posted on the doors of the
church on Sunday.  Masks will be available if needed.

The Vestry believes this
approach, action tied to risk as
assessed by professionals, is the
best path to living out our
commitment to follow Jesus in
loving our neighbors. We ask
you, along with us, to
prayerfully consider this
sacrifice of a little bit of comfort
for the benefit of all.
