BRIEF HISTORY OF THE DOK

The DOK was founded by Margaret J Franklin on Easter Eve, April 4th 1885 at the

Church of the Holy Sepulcher, New York, NY (Now the Church of the Resurrection),

as an outgrowth of a women’s Bible study group.  This became the Alpha Chapter,

with the Rev. James Oatlands Tuttle Smith, as the first DOK Chaplain.  The first

president was Margaret J. Franklin.

In 1892  50 chapters had been formed and a National Order was established.   The

Alpha chapter and the Chaplain the Rev. Ralph W. Kenyon wrote the simple

document which included the Rules of the Order, the Rule of Service and the Rule

of Prayer.

In 1893 the first National Convention was held in Baltimore, Maryland.  The order's

membership was 8000.  Today the Daughters of the King is an international Order

with a membership of. 22,000 in the USA alone.

Rebecca Marie Phippen Dow (1783-1875)

The Church of St. John the Baptist was built in 1876-7 in honor of
"our" Rebecca Maria Phippen Dow, a Sanbornville (then
Wolfeborough Junction) resident for all of her adult life, mother of 14
children and devout Christian, by her tenth child, Harriette Dow and
her and grand-daughter (through a younger daughter),  Harriette
Low.  

Through a long-ago gift of the Dow/Low families, StJB is the proud
possessor of Rebecca Maria's portrait, in oil! Unfortunately, the years
have not been kind to it. It is in great need of professional cleaning
and restoration.

As the inspiration for the existence of our beautiful church it seems
fitting that this portrait grace our new Parish Hall to remind of us of
our gratitude to those who came before.

Jackie Keating has obtained one estimate of $3,000 for professional
restoration of this historic oil painting and is seeking another
estimate.  Contributions toward this project may be made to the
church, with "Rebecca Marie" in the memo line and will be much
appreciated (not to mention enjoyed for years to come).
