A Bit of St. John®s History ~ Seth Low

In reading historical records of the consecration
of the Episcopal Church of St. John the Baptist,
Sanbornville, New Hampshire on September 14,
1877 we find an interesting detail. Waiting at the
door was Seth Low, a nephew of the Bancroft/
Low families, who was assigned the duty to
great Bishop Niles, the Bishop of New
Hampsbhire.

Seth loved this church and visited it regularly
while he came to rest in Wakefield, NH at his

family home. What happened to Seth? He later
became Mayor of Brooklyn, New York, later a
President of New York’s Columbia University, a
Mayor of New York City, and a good and faith-
tul friend to President Teddy Roosevelt. He
remembered Wakefield when he built at
Wakefield Village the library that still stands in
memory of his mother. He also built the library
at Columbia University in memory of his father.
