or Fridays unless it’s a pastoral emergency.

If you have a pastoral emergency, please call me at 207-370-1210.

What constitutes a pastoral emergency?

It is a pastoral emergency when someone is near death, or has
experienced significant trauma for which sacramental and/or prayerful
ministry is needed or desired. Some examples: someone has just died, or
has been in a serious accident, or is undergoing emergency surgery, or is
about to have a baby. This isn't an exhaustive or exclusive list. It
demonstrates the scope of what might be considered emergent from a
pastoral perspective.

If you are scheduling a surgery or procedure and would like to receive
pastoral care before or after, please let me know ahead of time as
possible!
